eSpots to enjoy the World Heritage Mount Fuji

The sacred Mount Fuji is an iconic mountain of Japan and was inscribed
as a World Heritage cultural site. We are pleased to introduce a number of
spots that offer stunning panoramic views of Mount Fuji, a symbol of
Japan.

--View Mount Fuji from across Fuji River--

Visitors to the Fujikawa Rakuza Michi-no-eki (service area) can enjoy a view of Mount Fuji from across
Fuji River. The service area is on higher ground near the bank of Fuji River, so scenery is superb. There
are many good restaurants and shops also, so you can gaze at Mount Fuji while enjoying a meal.

--A panoramic view of Mount Fuji and Suruga Bay--

There are several spots along the west coast and central area of the lzu peninsula where you can see
Mount Fuji. One of these is I1zu Panorama Park (260-1 Nagaoka, Izunokuni, Shizuoka prefecture), which
is near 1zu-Nagaoka hot springs. If you ride the ropeway up Katsuragi Mountain, which is 452 meters
altitude, you will find sweeping views of Suruga Bay and Mount Fuji to enjoy beautiful scenery with
both sea and mountains.

--Traditional folk houses and Mount Fuji--

On the Yamanashi prefecture side, there is a location where you can see traditional folk houses at the
foot of Mount Fuji. Rain and snow on Mount Fuji turns into water and penetrates the earth to become
riverbed water and spring out in the surroundings. Oshino Hakkai is known to have such springs and was
chosen as one of the 100 best water sites in Japan. As indicated by its Japanese name, it consists of eight
spring water ponds that Tourists can stroll around. The roof of Hannoki-bayashi Museum (265
Shibokusa, Oshinomura, Minami-Tsurugun, Yamanashi prefecture) in Oshino Hakkai has photogenic
views with a unique combination of traditional folk houses and Mount Fuiji.
